Enrolling through CPSOnline

If you enroll through CPSOnline, you will first need to setup a CPSOnline account.

To create an Account

1. Go to www.einstruction.com.

2. Click on the Students link at the top left of the window.

3. Select your school or university from the drop-down menu.

4. Click Choose Site.

5. Enter your serial number in the space provided. You can find your serial number on your
LCD screen when you turn on your pad.
